The program titled "Aapada Seva Sadaiva Sarvatra" (Service in Distress: Always
and Everywhere) was organized on March 7th at the local Lakireddy Bali Reddy
Engineering College, under the joint auspices of the college's NSS Unit and the
National Disaster Response Force (NDRF). Speaking on this occasion, Mr. G.
Venkatesh, Second-in-Command (2IC), stated that the 10th Battalion of the
National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) is a specialized force in India, entrusted
with the responsibility of responding to both natural and man-made disasters. He
noted that the force operates under the Ministry of Home Affairs and was
established with the objective of strengthening disaster management capabilities
across the country.
