Blood Donation Camp at LBRCE, Courtesy of the NSS Unit and Andhra Hospital. 

Dr. K. Apparao, Principal of LBRCE College, stated that donating blood is 

equivalent to saving a life. On Tuesday, March 17, 2026, he inaugurated a blood 

donation camp organized jointly by the college's NSS Unit and Andhra Hospital 

(Bhavanipuram branch). Speaking on this occasion, the principal remarked that 

by donating blood, students can extend a helping hand to those in distress and 

the underprivileged, thereby bringing light into their lives. He urged healthy young 

men and women to come forward voluntarily to donate blood. Furthermore, he 

emphasized that voluntary blood donation can grant a "rebirth" to those involved 

in accidents or critical situations, and he appealed to everyone to dispel any 

misconceptions regarding blood donation and step forward to participate in this 

noble cause. Vice Principal Dr. B. Ramesh Reddy addressed the gathering, 

explaining that donating blood once every three months is highly beneficial for 

one's health and aids in the regeneration of fresh blood within the body. Dr. Dileep 

from the Andhra Hospital (Bhavanipuram branch) provided students with specific 

guidelines and precautions to follow to facilitate the rapid regeneration of blood in 

their bodies. Speaking on the occasion, the College NSS Program Officer, Dr. B. 

Siva Hari Prasad, stated that the college's NSS unit consistently extends 

assistance to accident victims and to patients undergoing treatment in hospitals 

for various ailments, and affirmed that this service would continue in the days to 

come. During this event, 75 students voluntarily donated blood. The College 

Principal, Dr. K. Apparao, commended the students who donated blood.
